How could a young English woman with no scientific training possibly make
contact with a group of wild chimpanzees? At first, the animals ran away
as soon as they saw her. But maybe because she knew very little about
these wild animals, it is highly likely that her calmness gained their trust. It
was only later that Jane would learn how dangerous they could be. She
saw that different groups of chimpanzees had battles in which they tried
to wipe out the rival group. But before this, her studies showed her that
the chimpanzees could clearly communicate, allowing them to groom and
help each other, share food as well as have arguments. Jane pointed out
that the animals couldn’t communicate using language like people, but
they could communicate by touch and sound. Amazingly, she also realised
they could use sign language.
