All of the students were of the opinion that there
should be some form of entertainment. Several
suggested a table tennis table. Opinions were
divided about whether there should be a smart TV.
Approximately half felt this would be beneficial,
whereas the other half expressed concern that this
might distract from study and conversation.

C. Look

Regarding wall colour, whilst a few expressed a
preference for bright colours, around three quarters
of students had no strong feelings on the matter.

D. Space

A few students expressed a wish for the common
room to contain storage lockers where they could
keep their bags. The vast majority of students,
however, were concerned this would make the
room feel cramped.

Conclusion and recommendations

In conclusion, it seems that the priority is to
replace the seating, provide a table tennis table and
repaint the walls. Regarding the unresolved
question of installing a smart TV, | would
recommend asking all students to vote on this.
